3. For the holy Church of God, together with Francis, our Pope, Daniel our
bishop, and all the Bishops: that gathered by the Holy Spirit, the Church may
grow and increase in unity of faith and love until the coming of the Lord. Let
us pray to the Lord.

4. For the whole world: that all people, who have one Maker and Father, may
acknowledge one another as brothers and sisters, without discrimination of
race or nation, and with sincere hearts seek the Kingdom of God, which is
peace and joy in the Holy Spirit. Let us pray to the Lord.

5. For more vocations to the priesthood and religious life, especially the
Dominican Order and the Archdiocese of Galveston-Houston. Let us pray to
the Lord.
